Students 

from 23 countries participated at the Forum in 2021, which included presenters and guests from 

the UN, NATO, Queens, Bishops, and Laval Universities and 22 military colleges from around 

the world.

Winners will present at the Forum, be promoted on national TV, and have their work be 

published; allowing them to receive both national and international recognition and profile. Our 

theme for this year’s contest is “Peace Needs Your Voice!!”.

The International Forum for Peace, Security & Prosperity (PSP), exists to engage High School 

students, students from Military Colleges, along with Academics and civilian leaders.  They 

come together to explore the role of those in engaged in the Profession of Arms play in 

establishing the conditions for peace and security, which lay the foundations of a prosperous 

society. The Forum uses the site of Sicily where allied democracies implemented the first 

collective effort to rebuild a democratic society crushed by the throes of war. 

The hybrid, in-person and online Forum, connected to the Walk For Remembrance and Peace 

(WRAP), a 325 KM walking trail through the battlefields of Sicily, create a unique offering of  
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engaging experiences for those students and teachers wishing to 

understand what makes an enduring peace possible. 

The PSP was founded by a group of dedicated citizens who had the vision and perseverance to 

create these projects to proudly pass the torch to younger generations through education. It hopes 

to become a bridge between generations and nations. 

As the last of our Second World War veterans leave us, we have been entrusted with the 

preservation of their legacy. Only through educational activities such as the PSP can we reach-out 

and shed light on the tragedy of war and the price of peace.
