Geopolitical issues

This module includes group research work. Divided into groups of different nationalities, cadets will prepare a presentation on a specific geopolitical issue.

Insurrections and Counter-insurrections in Southern Africa 

This course will examine Geopolitics and insurrections in Southern Africa, stressing examples of South Africa, Namibia, Mozambique and Angola. Counter-insurrections, Military issues, Security issues and Piracy, among others, will be at the heart of this class.

Geopolitics of the Indo-pacific 

The aim of the course is to have a study in depth of both concept and reality by focusing on main actors : states such as the US, China, India, Japan, Australia, France and the EU ; regional organisations ; TransNational Companies ; NGOs and transnational organised crime. The key issues will be regional order, strategy and vision, diplomacy, policies, cooperation and integration, military tensions, piracy, terrorism, energy resources, natural resources, major shipping routes, submarine cables, migration patterns and remittances. The methodology is based on many case-studies of subregions and strategic chokepoints : the Malacca Strait, the Taiwan Strait, the South China Sea, the East China Sea, the Indian Ocean, the horn of Africa and the Strait of Bab-el-Mandeb, the Strait of Hormuz, the Indian subcontinent, Australia, New-Zealand and the Pacific islands. Teamwork, cooperative spirit and team communication skills will be required.

Geopolitics of the Mediterranean Sea

The objective of the course is to undertake a comprehensive examination of the security challenges and policies that pertain to the Mediterranean Sea. The key issues are set to be regional order, strategy and vision, diplomacy, policies, cooperation and integration, military tensions, terrorism, energy resources, natural resources, major shipping routes, submarine cables, migration patterns and remittances.

Global Defense policies

This module involves group research work. Divided into groups by country, cadets will prepare a presentation on their country's defence policy and write a dissertation. They will defend their work in a public presentation before civilian and military executives from the AMSCC.



Images of War

The aim of the course is to discover the weight of representations and propaganda on the conduct of war. What are the relations between the graphic arts and war. How have arts been used to the conduct of war? 

Information warfare 

The aim of this course is to study homeland security in the US since 2001 and to address new challenges in terms of security and war: use and management of information and communication technology, cyber, medias, fake news, influences, propaganda, disinformation, etc. 

Military History 

The course under discussion will be dedicated to an examination of the history of war and the history of European armies from 1918 to 1945, with a particular focus on the military histories of the United Kingdom, Germany and France. The primary focus of this course is on the construction, reconstruction, and reform of armed forces following a conflict or in anticipation of future hostilities.

Military Justice 

By means of a comparative analysis of legal systems, this course will examine the overarching principles of military justice (procedure, offences and punishments, human rights of members of armed forces, etc.). Contemporary issues will also be addressed, such as the evolution and functioning of military justice in wartime (Israel, Ukraine).

Security challenges in the Baltic Sea Region

Security in the Baltic Sea Region is very often mentioned as a major issue with the enlargement of NATO. The aim of the course is to have a study in depth of the security challenges and policies in the Baltic Sea region. Some of the key issues will be political and military cooperation, military exercises, geopolitical tensions, economic integration, strategic economic activities (fishing, mining and shipping) and climate change.

Security in Africa 

The course is about the many security aspects of the African continent. It focuses on military issues in different areas like Western Africa or the Horn of Africa. It also insists on current dynamics : radicalization,  terrorism, jihadism, political instability, border conflicts, resources management, food security or climate change. It will encompass the logics of players in international relations : local and federal authorities, foreign powers (the US, the UK, France, Russia or China), the international community (UNO, UNHCR, UNICEF), NGOs or TNCs.

The present course provides a comprehensive overview of the United Nations, encompassing their organisational structure, operational processes, and the missions to which they are committed. The course is taught by a former head of the French delegation to the UN.
